Acumentra Health Names New Board Chairman and Trustees 
 
 

Portland, Ore. Ñ  June 25, 2008 — Acumentra Health is pleased to announce the 
appointment of a new chairman of its Board of Trustees and of four new board members.  
 
James N. Beggs, MD, a member of the Acumentra Health board since 1990, is the new 
board chairman. Dr. Beggs practiced family medicine in Klamath Falls from 1986 through 
2003, when he became medical director of Cascade Comprehensive Care, the local 
Medicaid plan. He is also medical director of four local alcohol and drug treatment facilities 
and works two days a week in the Sky Lakes Medical Center’s occupational health clinic. 
Before moving to Klamath Falls, Dr. Beggs practiced in Montana for nine years, staffing a 
single physician office in Chinook and providing a full range of services, including 
obstetrics. He also practiced in the Red Lake Indian Health hospital in northern Minnesota 
for two years after his postgraduate training. 
 
Following his graduation from St. Olaf College in Minnesota, he enrolled in the Peace 
Corps, teaching high school level math and science in what is now known as Samoa. On 
returning, he earned his medical degree at the University of Minnesota. Board-certified in 
family practice, Dr. Beggs is a Fellow of the American Academy of Family Physicians. He 
has been active in the Oregon Academy of Family Physicians, as speaker of the House of 
Delegates for two years and as treasurer of the local chapter for nearly 20 years. 
 
Four other outstanding healthcare professionals have joined the Acumentra Health board 
during 2008: 
 
Andr is Antoniskis, MD, is medical director of Providence Portland Medical Center’s 
Chemical Dependency Program, a position he has held since 1981. Board-certified in 
internal medicine, he was in private practice from 1978 to 2007. He was certified in 
addiction medicine in 1978 and appointed a Fellow of the American Society of Addiction 
Medicine in 2006. Dr. Antoniskis received his undergraduate and medical degrees from the 
University of Nebraska. He serves on multiple committees with county and state medical 
organizations and is the immediate past president of the Oregon Medical Association. 
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Thomas Aschenbrener  is president of Northwest Health Foundation, a nonprofit entity 
organized under his leadership in 1997. Previously, he founded and operated Philanthropy 
Resources, an advisory service on charitable giving and philanthropic foundations. Mr. 
Aschenbrener has held a variety of health education and management positions and has 
served on the boards of the Portland Metro Council of Campfire USA, Grantmakers in 
Health, and Grantmakers of Oregon and Southwest Washington, among others. Governor 
Ted Kulongoski appointed him in 2005 to the Oregon Public Health Advisory Board, which 
he currently chairs. Mr. Aschenbrener holds a bachelor’s degree from the University of Iowa 
and a master’s degree in medical education from the University of Illinois. He is a graduate 
of the Duke University physician assistant training program. 
 
Robert Gluckman, MD, is an internal medicine specialist and chief medical officer for 
Teaching Clinics in Providence Physician’s Division and practices at Providence St. Vincent 
Medical Center. Board-certified in internal medicine, he previously served as the center’s 
medical director for the Department of Medicine Faculty Practice and was associate director 
of the Internal Medicine Residency Program. Dr. Gluckman holds a faculty appointment as 
assistant professor of medicine at Oregon Health & Science University (OHSU). He serves 
on the Executive Committee Board of Governors of the American College of Physicians and 
on the ACP’s Health and Public Policy Committee, and is governor of the ACP’s Oregon 
Chapter. Dr. Gluckman holds a bachelor’s degree from the University of Illinois and a 
medical degree from the University of Chicago. 
 
John Robert (Bob) Wi lliams Jr. is a private consultant in healthcare marketing, strategic 
planning and policy. He worked at OHSU from 1975 through 2007, with positions in 
engineering and hospital administration, as executive assistant to the president, and finally 
in strategic planning and marketing. From 1989 to 2004, Mr. Williams served as associate 
hospital director and director of strategic planning and marketing for the OHSU healthcare 
system. He was associate director of the Center for Research on Occupational and 
Environmental Toxicology from its inception in 1988 until 2003. Previously, he served as 
associate hospital director for selected ambulatory and laboratory services and for the Casey 
Eye Institute. Mr. Williams holds a bachelor’s degree in industrial engineering from 
Northeastern University in Boston and a master’s degree in business administration from 
Portland State University.
